INTERNATIONAL MEN’S DOUBLES TENNIS TOURNAMENT 2010
Dublin, 9th March, 2010

Dear OUT4TENNIS participant,

Thank you for registering for the first OUT4TENNIS Men’s Doubles International Tournament in Dublin. We are delighted to welcome you as one of the 80 participants from 14 countries.

Here you will find important information about the tournament. Please print off and read these details in full to ensure you understand the schedule for the weekend.

1. THE DRAW, SCHEDULE & SCORING
Every player has been checked during the registration process in order to enter each participant in the appropriate division. For the seeding we used the GLTA ranking list as of 20th February, 2010.

Each player needs to check in at the tournament desk 15 minutes before each match. We would appreciate your observance of this rule to allow us to run a prompt and timely tournament with minimum delays.

All categories will be played in a round robin format. All pairings can expect a minimum of 3 matches. All matches will consist of the best of 3 sets. If a match goes to the 3rd set there will be an 18 point “Super Tiebreaker” which is the first pairing to 10 points with a 2 point margin.

Play will commence from 08.30am on Saturday the 13th of March. We require all players to check the website to identify when their first match is due to commence. Please be aware that there is a penalty for those competitors who check in late. We will be using the Guidelines as set out in the GLTA Rulebook in relation to those people who check in late.  (There are no matches on Friday 12th March; if you’re arriving in Dublin on Thursday of on Friday morning, take the time to explore our Capital city – see VisitDublin for ideas). 
The points awarded per match will be as follows:

5 points for winning

3 points for the losing in 3 sets.
1 point for losing in 2 sets.

2. REGISTRATION AT WESTWOOD CLUB, LEOPARDSTOWN, DUBLIN 18.
Registration for your matches will take place in the café at Westwood Club. After registration, you will proceed to your allocated court in the tennis domes. All players must register prior to every match over the tournament weekend, as scheduled.
3. WELCOME AT PANTIBAR. (WWW.PANTIBAR.COM)
All players are invited for the welcome reception at Pantibar, Capel Street, Dublin 1 on Friday, March 12th from 19.30 – 22.00. Welcome packs will be handed out at the welcome reception.

4. EATING OUT IN DUBLIN
Dublin offers a lot of restaurants for wining and dining. You can find restaurants in all price ranges and many styles of food. We especially recommend the following four restaurants, all in the city centre:

· Café Bar Deli, Georges Street

· Gruel, Dame Street (great for Brunch)
· The Larder, Parliament Street

· The Odessa, Dame Court.

5. HOSTED HOUSING
If you requested hosted housing, you received an email from our Hosted Housing Officer, Barry Dignam, with the name of your host. Please contact your host to make arrangements for your arrival (how and where to meet). If you did not request hosted housing, but you are still looking for a place to stay, we recommend the tournament host hotel: The Hilton Hotel: This 4 star ranked hotel is located in the centre of Dublin, you can find contact details on our website, click here.
6. TENNIS CENTRE
The Westwood Club is located in Leopardstown Racecourse, Dublin 18. There are 2 Westwood Clubs in Dublin. So please be aware if you are getting a taxi to the venue please ensure to say that you want to go to Westwood Club in Leopardstown Racecourse.

Attention:

Please bring your own lock if you would like to secure your belongings in the Changing Facilities. The tennis centre have good locker rooms and shower facilities. The entrance to the indoor domes is by electronic code which will be given to you when you register for your first match. First Aid and Sport Massage will be available for tournament participants. The restaurant offers drinks, snacks and a wide choice of sandwiches, soup and warm meals. In addition there will be a special OUT4TENNIS three course lunch menu priced at €10. Westwood Club has a free wireless broadband connection.
7. TRANSPORT: 
Taxi / Car:
From Dublin City Centre it will take you around 35-45 minutes to get to Westwood Club in Leopardstown Racecourse.

LUAS (tram) to Sandyford Terminus: 
N.B. Please allow 45 minutes to travel via Luas (tram) and taxi transfer to Westwood Club.

There is a Luas (tram) stop adjacent to the Hilton Hotel for those competitors staying in the Hilton. A return fare to Sandyford will cost €4.30. There are other stops in the city centre too. Please refer to the link under point 3 for all of the Luas (tram) stops out to the Sandyford terminus.

From Sandyford Terminus, the local taxi company is Fare Cabs and they can be contacted on +353 1 288 88 88. The taxi journey should only take 5 minutes and should not cost more than €6 or €7. 

8. TOURNAMENT DINNER AT RADISSON BLU HOTEL, GOLDEN LANE: SATURDAY MARCH 13TH FROM 19.30.
Why not join us for our tournament dinner. We will be entertained by the glorious GLORIA choir (Dublin’s finest LGBT choir). We will also have some comedy awards to hand out to some unsuspecting recipients!!

After dinner, we will be heading around the corner to another one of Dublin’s finest establishments, The Dragon. Here we can dance the night away and get to know one another that little bit better! If you did not make reservations, we still have Dinner places available for €30 for a 3 course dinner. Dinner places are going fast so if you haven’t included yourself then please do so. You can still register for dinner through the tournament website.

9. SUNDAY NIGHT ENTERTAINMENT

For those competitors who are staying on for the Sunday night we highly recommend that you come along to the Alternative Miss Ireland which is referred to as Gay Christmas in Dublin. It is an amateur Drag Queen or Drag King contest and attracts some 1500 people to the Olympia Theatre on Dublin’s Dame Street. It is an all ticketed event and tickets can be purchased from www.ticketmaster.ie from €34.50. There will be an OUT4TENNIS contingent going to the show so if you fancy going please buy your ticket ahead of the event.
